We learned about Hanukkah and how Jewish people celebrate 
a victory and a miracle during this holiday. They won a victory 
when their enemies tried to destroy their religion, but they only 
destroyed the temple. The miracle is when they rebuilt the temple 
and the  candles burned for 8 days. Today families celebrate by 
placing a menorah of 8 candles in their window, by playing the 
dreidyl game, and by giving gifts. Ask me about my menorah and its
