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A tradition from Mexico is the tradition of the procession. They pretend to look for a place to stay, to commemorate Mary and Joseph looking for a place to have Jesus. In Mexico, the people hold a candle and sing songs, then celebrate by breaking the pinata and eating enchiladas and tacos!
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
