	You and me will play with my_________.   

	Grammar & Phonics

(review-all letters have been taught)
	Write sentence above on chart paper after making a class concept web of things we can play with. Have 4 students complete sentence above
	Use mini-white boards to practice writing & reading blends: b-ee, th-at, pl-ay, m-ap. Erase initial & ending sounds to form & read new words 
	Sight word game: Give each pair of students a bag with a sentence. They put it together and both write it in their journal, then illustrate.
	Get string & make a circle on rug. ½ of kids sit around it facing outwards, other ½ stands outside it. Sitting kid has a sentence & reads it to standing kid. Teacher says “rotate” and they move left. Each partner reads each sentence then rotates.
	Complete above sentence and each child will cut up, glue, illustrate and read to the teacher.

	Make a concept web with sentences about what “Snow” is. Place in writing center.

	Show several fairy tale books. Choose a favorite fairy tale as a guide to write a fantasy story in a little book.
